During our annual user conference a significant discussion took place with many users wanting
to expand capabilities of QC data entry screens. It was identified that users wanted the ability to
record how manyimes a sample has been processed through the QC lab. The idea is that the
more times QC touches the batch the more expensive the batch.

By adding a field to Batch and Component QC entry the user is now able to record metrics on
how many times a sampheust be processed by QC. This data will be used by R&D and Quality
managers to identify formulas or packaging that may need to be reviewed.

Some companies use Vicinity for both Mix and Bi#tches. Fill batches are used to consume
bulk manufactured product to fill in various containers. This is often done well after a mix batch
has manufactured the intermediate/bulk inventory.

In Vicinity 2.10 it is now possible to load the QC tests apdcHications from the Mix
Procedures during batch entry. This will allow the users to maintain QC tests in only one place
(Mix Procedures) and still have the functionality to apply the QC tests to Fill Batches as well as
Mix Batches.

In previous versions Vicinity released functionality to reverse a batch transaction. In Vicinity
2.10 we are now releasing this functionalityMmrosoft Dynamics NAV users.
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While it is physically not possible to remove a raw material from the production process there
are times when a user wants to reverse the effects of a batch posting. The need to reverse a
posted transaction occurs when a laanerror occurs and more material has been added to a
batch than was required.

Beginning in Vicinity 2.10an NAV user can now press the right mouse button while on a batch

phase and sel ect “ Und uuwpmanu. TTheauses vallcseéeiabshof f r om

transactions posted for the line of that batch. Select the appropriate transactions to reverse and
presspost.
